Library Receives Newport County Fund Grant

The Tiverton Library Foundation and the Library Building
Committee are pleased to announce the receipt of a $5,000
Impact Grant awarded by the Newport County Fund, which is part
of the Rhode Island Foundation. Since Tiverton needs a new
building to continue to receive State library services, this grant will
evaluate which “green” features are most desirable and affordable
to consider for a new library. What does “green” mean?  It means
greatly reduced energy costs, minimum impact on the
environment, and a healthier indoor environment. This preliminary
planning for Tiverton will provide a model for other public
construction projects in Newport County, the state and the region.
The model will include a resource bank of technical information,
cost-benefit analyses of green vs. traditional construction
expenses and green vs. traditional operational expenses over the
lifespan of the building, and a list of potential funding sources for
such construction.

(The State of Rhode Island will reimburse 50% of the cost of
Tiverton’s new library, including construction costs up to $200/SF,
land acquisition, site preparation, landscaping, parking lots,
architectural and consultant fees, furnishings and equipment, and
even the finance charges.)
